IN ORDER to draw more pas-
sengers towards its air-condi-
tioned local trains, theWestern
Railways (WR), on an experi-
mental basis, is planning to al-
low passengers with non-AC
first- or second-class tickets or
seasonal passes to travel in the
ACtrainsandpaythedifference
in fare during the journey.
The decision was taken as

these trains, launched in 2017,
have failed to attract as many
passengers aswas expected.

Alok Kansal, General
Manager of WR, said the deci-
sion was taken to ensure that
morecommuterscanenjoythe
experience of travelling in AC
trains.
Kansal said the implemen-

tation of this experiment will
start inaboutamonthandpas-
sengers will soon be provided

withdetailed informationonit.
The Railway Board and the

ministry are also contemplat-
ing rationalising the fare struc-
ture of AC local trains. At pres-
ent, a ticket in an AC train, that
runs between Churchgate and
Virar, costs between Rs 65 and
Rs 220.
Thedepartmentwillalso in-

crease the number of trips the
AC trains take in a day, Kansal
added.
TheWR has four air-condi-

tionedrakes,ofwhichonly two
trains are in operation at pres-
ent. The trainsmake12 rounds
in a day; eight more rounds

have been sanctioned.
“This decision of allowing

otherpassengers to travel inAC
trains after paying the differ-
ence in fare will bring relief to
passengers,” said Rajesh
Ghanghav of a passengers' as-
sociation.
In future,allnewlocal trains

in the Mumbai suburban net-
work will be air-conditioned,
officials said.
WR is also in the process of

starting a long-distance train
services from Jogeshwari sta-
tion for which it is planning to
convert the station into a ter-
minus, said Kansal.
